Request video verification of batch testing  

Use PayPal Business for chargeback protection

Australia recycles 58% of e-waste vs. Germany's 85%. Result? More high-quality second hand adapters enter

EU markets first. However, local startups like RebootIT now partner with German recyclers to import certified

batches.
